In 1 Samuel 16 God tells the prophet Samuel that the king of
Israel, King Saul, has disobeyed God and God has chosen
someone else to be king. God tells Samuel that he needs to go
and anoint this chosen person with oil.

Jesse
had 8 sons. When Samuel saw the first son, he saw that he
was strong and tall and Samuel immediately thought, " This
must be the man that God has chosen to be the new king".

But the Lord said the Samuel, "Do not consider his
appearance or his height, for I have rejected him. The Lord
does not look at the things people look at. People look at the
outward appearance, but the Lord looks at the heart.”
