
Prayer Rock! 
Lesson Idea: 

Pray about everything, worry about 

nothing.  

Prayer needs to be as natural as 

waking up in the morning. This little 

craft reminds kids to make prayer a 

part of their daily routines. The 

decorated rock is an inexpensive craft 

that children get to personalize with 

their own creativity. 

 

Items needed per child: 

● Rocks or pebbles, big enough to be decorated. 

● Paint, glue, glitter, feathers, wool and whatever other rafting resources you 

have. 

● Ribbon and prayer rock poem.

1. Children decorate their prayer rocks by painting, gluing and sticking on 

crafting items 

 

2. Read through the poem with the children and explain that the little 

decorated prayer rock is a fun way of making prayer a part of their daily 

routine. We do not need to wait for an adult to lead us in prayer, instead we 

can talk to Jesus at any time of the day, no matter where we are or what we 

are doing.
