Jesus used verses from the Bible to stand against 

the devil when he tried to tempt Him in the 

desert (Matthew 4:1-11). We should do the same.

Matthew 7:24-27  “Anyone who listens 

to my teaching and follows it is wise, like 

a person who builds a house on solid 

rock.”
