We learnt how God told His people the laws to
follow so they could live lives without sin.

God even made a way for their sins to be taken away. There were certain things
they had to do. They had to build a place they could worship God, called a
tabernacle. They had to say thank you to God by offering their grain. And every
time they sinned, an animal had to die (be sacrificed) for their sins. Only
priests could meet with God in the Holy of Holies and they would give God these
offerings and sacrifices on the people's behalf.

The members of the council were amazed when they saw the boldness of Peter
and John, for they could see that they were ordinary men with no special
training in the Scriptures.

3 We can make a large horse go wherever we want by means of a small bit
in its mouth. 4 And a small rudder makes a huge ship tfurn wherever the pilot
chooses to go, even though the winds are strong. > In the same way, the
tongue is a small thing that makes grand speeches.

But a tiny spark can set a great forest on fire. ¢ And among all the parts of the
body, the tongue is a flame of fire.
